snowplow. The purchaser assumes all vehicle risk associated with the attachment and
operation of this snowplow.

The Arctic snowplow you purchase must be used only on vehicles equipped with the
manufacturer’s snow plow preparation package. Snow plowing without the original plow
preparation package may damage your vehicle. The added weight may impair the
operation and control of your vehicle. Snow plowing with a vehicle not recommended for
that purpose by the manufacturer may void your new vehicle warranty. If your vehicle is
not equipped with an original snow plow preparation package, additional equipment may
be necessary before snow plowing. Please consult your vehicle and snowplow dealers
prior to the purchase and installation of the snowplow. The installation of such parts
however is not a full substitute for the original equipment snowplow preparation package.

Before drilling any holes in the firewall or frame, move brake lines, fuel lines and/or
electrical wiring from the path of the drill. Brake and fuel lines must also be clear of any
fasteners.

All bolts should be installed from the inside of the truck frame so that the lock washers
and nuts are accessible for re tightening.

If a slotted hole in the truck frame is utilized, then a flat washer must be used under the
bolt head. If a flat washer is used under a lock washer use LOCTITE #242. Also use this
LOCTITE #242 if existing (vehicle) bolts and nuts are used.

General order of installation:
- install all components (mounting bracket, thrust arm and spreader bar) and all
fasteners finger tight (snug) through existing holes,
- drill necessary holes and
- tighten all hardware.

After first use, re-tighten all mounting bolts, thereafter check mounting bolt tightness
periodically.

Before proceeding, read instructions carefully and familiarize yourself with the
components and hardware.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Do not remove bumper.

2. Fasten mounting brackets (2) & (3) to vehicle frame using 1/2" x 1 %" welded bolts (12),
lock washer (10) and hex nut (11).

Install mounting angle (31) & (32) to the mounting bracket (2) & (3) using %" bolt (9),
two flat washers (19), lock washer (10) and nut (11). Fasten mounting angle (31) & (32)
to the frame by welded bolt (12), lock washer (10) and nut (11). Drill 17/32" hole in
frame using hole in mounting angle as a guide. Install welded bolt (12), lock washer (10)
and hex nut (11).

Fasten spreader bar (30b) and thrust arms (4) & (5) to mounting bracket using 5/8"x2 1/4"
bolt (17), lock washer (16) and hex nut (18). The spreader pin hole should be located 14-
1/2" (+/- ¥2") off of the ground.

Using two 14 mm bolts (26) install left hand side thrust arm (4)(existing vehicle bolts
need to be removed). Apply LOCTITE 242 on these two bolts. Drill 17/32" hole through
frame (both sides of frame) using hole in thrust arm as a guide. Install 2" x 5" bolt (28),
lock washer (10) and hex nut (11) through drilled hole.

Right hand side thrust arm needs to be tight against the bottom of vehicle frame. Drill
three holes 17/32" on the side of the frame using holes in mounting bracket as guide
through frame (both sides of frame). After that, drill three holes 15/16" using holes in
mounting bracket as guide only through one side. Insert %2" bolt (28) from inside frame
and slide pipe sleeve (29) from outside of the frame over bolts, and also flat washer (19),
lock washer (10) and nut (11).

Tighten all hardware. Torque all fasteners according to torque chart.

Install lift frame (1c). Slide inside of spreader bar (30b).

Tighten all light mounting hardware.

Fasten lift channel (6) and lift cylinder (or power unit) to the lift frame (1) using
3/4"x3.1/2" bolts (14) and 3/4" locknut (13). Use 3/4"x2.1/2" bolt (15) and 3/4" locknut
(13) to attach lift cylinder to lift channel.

NOTE: Do not over tighten as this assembly must be able to pivot.

Use 1/4"x1" bolts (22) with lock washer (23), flat washers (24), and hex nuts (25) to
fasten blade guides to plow.

See separate installation instructions for the hydraulic pump, wiring and controls.

Return any unused items to the customer so that the vehicle can be returned to its original
condition if the snow plow is removed.
